Material: Hot dipped zinc coated Galvanised mild steel to BS EN 10147:2000 grade FeE350G, with PVC laminated membrane.

Gauge/Thickness: 1.2mm / 1.5 mm
External finish: Pre-bonded Alkor PVC membrane 1.2mm thick.
Insulation: 90mm PIR insulation, formed from 2 Layers of 45 mm insulation, bonded within the gutter.

The gutter construction is to be computer modelled to determine its -value and f-factor – refer to CA Building Products’ Technical Department.
Internal liner sheet: Galvanised mild steel to BS EN 10147:2000 grade FeE220G 0.7 mm thick with Z275 coating and 20 micrometer polyester paint finish, the reverse to have a grey polyester coating.
Jointing Method: One end of each length of gutter is to be joggled continuously down the sides and across the sole with the male end positioned into female end and aligned. The male end of the gutter is to be pre-punched with 4.9 mm diameter holes and used as a template to site drill the female end with 5 mm diameter holes, the metal skins are riveted together. 50 mm Therma-foil tape is applied over the zinc plated steel rivets and the gutter joint is sealed by hot air welding an Alkor PVC membrane cover strip to the base membrane.
Apply seam sealer to the finished, tested welds of the joint.

Liner joints to be sealed with 9x3mm Therma-strip butyl sealant.

Fixing Method: All joints are to be assembled according to CA Building Products’ instructions. After the roof assembly has been completed clean out any debris from the gutter and repair by heat welding a repair patch over any damaged areas

Accessories: Corner boxes, Transition sections, Expansion joints, Sumps, Outlets, Overflows, Weirs all available from CA Building Products. 

Fire: The internal surface of the insulated gutter to be class 0 in accordance with Building Regulations when tested to BS 476 Parts 6&7. The outer surface must be rated FAA when tested to BS 476 Part 3.

Durability: The gutter is guaranteed to have a minimum life of 25, assuming correct installation and maintenance manual detailing inspection, cleaning and repair requirements must be provided.

Safety: The contractor is to devise and use a safe method of working throughout the construction period, in accordance with HSE and CDM requirements. Consult CA Group Ltd technical literature for details. 
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
