Main Gutter: Fabricated from hot dip zinc coated Z28 Galvanised to 
BS EN 10142:2000

Primary Internal Section: Z28 as above

Secondary Internal Section: Z28 as above

Support Sections: Butt straps manufactured from Z28 Galvanised 
steel.
Sizes: Consult with CA Group Ltd. for recommendations and details


The section size of the main gutter and both Primary and Secondary 
internal sections are to be determined at design stage.  

Gutter Length: 7.20 m lengths, as standard, with interim transition section to suit bay size. Alternative gutter lengths are available to suit Project specific bay sizes.
Gauge/Thickness: 1.5mm Galvanised Before Manufacture.

Main Gutter: 1.5mm Galvanised Before Manufacture.


Primary Internal Section: 1.5mm Galvanised Before Manufacture.


Secondary Internal Section: 1.5mm Galvanised Before Manufacture.


Support Sections: 1.5mm Galvanised Before Manufacture.

External finish: Pre-bonded PVC bonded membrane 1.2mm thick.


Main Gutter: Coated on exposed face only

Primary Internal Section: Coated both sides 

Secondary Internal Section: Coated both sides
Insulation: N/A on this project.
Internal liner sheet: N/A on this project.
Jointing & Fixing Method: All joints are to be assembled according to CA Building Products’ instructions.
The butt strap is factory fitted to female hem of gutter sole.

Seal exposed face of butt strap with 2 continuous runs of 9x3 Therma-strip butyl sealant and offer up male hem of gutter. Rivet male hem to butt strap and seal joint with 80mm Therma-foil tape.
Hot air weld PVC Membrane cover strip, 200mm wide, across the joint. Ensure the joint is sealed with seam sealer as per the manufacturer’s instructions.

Insert Secondary Jointing piece, rivet to exposed section of top hat and fully seal joint with extrusion welding. Insert Primary Jointing piece and repeat riveting and sealing process as per manufacturers’ instructions. 

Parallel Transition piece joints are site welded using extrusion welding method, undertaken by CA HYDRA.  

Stop Ends: To be manufactured from the same material as the main gutter, with joints / seals constructed as main gutter joints.  
Temporary Outlet Pipe: If required, after the installation of transition sections, a temporary outlet pipe will be connected to the Primary and Secondary outlets. The temporary outlet pipe will remain in place until the galvanised outlet pipe system is installed. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to check that this is a Project requirement, and should be checked on a Project to Project basis. 
Accessories: Anti-Vortex Plates, available from CA Building Products. 

Fire:

The internal surface of the gutter is to be Class O in accordance with Building Regulations when tested to BS 476 Parts 6 & 7. 
The outer surface must be rated FAA when tested to BS 476 Part 3.

Durability Guarantees: 
The gutter is guaranteed to have a minimum life of 25 years, assuming correct maintenance. Maintenance manual detailing inspection, cleaning and repair requirements must be provided.

Safety:

The contractor is to devise and use a safe method of working throughout the construction period, in accordance with HSE and CDM requirements.

Manual Handling – all gutter sections are to be pre-stamped with a section weight to ensure correct manual handling precautions are observed.
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
